Pine Burr Council Pinewood Derby Rules
1. All cars must pass inspection to qualify for the race.   The inspection points are as 

follows:

a. The length of the car shall not exceed 7 1/8 inches.

b. Minimal clearance between the car bottom and track: shall be 3/8 inches to clear the center guide strip.

c. The width of the car at the wheels may not be modified.  It must be the same as the original kit to clear the center guide strip. The overall width including wheels and axles shall not exceed 2 ¾ inches to prevent interference with cars in adjacent lanes.

d. The height of the car shall not exceed 5 ¼ inches to clear electronic sensors at the finish line.

e. The weight of the car shall not exceed 5 ounces.  The readings of the Official Race Scale will be considered final.

f.  Any details added must be within length, width, height, and weight limits.  No loose materials of any kind (such as lead shot) are allowed in the car.

g. Axles, wheels, and body wood shall be as provided in the kit or must be “Official BSA approved accessories”
1) Wheels:  Sanding is allowed to remove mold flashing only.  (No change to width, diameter, or shape is allowed).

2) Axles:  The 4 nails provided with the kit must be used, sanding/polishing to remove burrs is allowed. (No solid axles are allowed).

3) Axle Groove:  Axle grooves may be altered but the front wheels must be totally behind the nose of the car.

h. Wheel bearings, washers, and bushings are prohibited.  The car shall not ride on any 

kind of springs.

i. The car must be free-wheeling with no starting devices.
j. Only dry powder lubricants, such as graphite or white powder Pinewood Derby Car Lubricant, may be used.  (Oils and silicon are prohibited).

k. If the car doesn’t pass an inspection point, time will be allowed for modifications and re-inspection up to race time.

l. The official car number for race tracking will be supplied at registration.

m. Once a car has completed inspection and is placed in the impound, it may only be removed to correct damage resulting from a race incident.  (No additional lubrication is allowed).  Any car removed from the impound for any other reason will be disqualified from the competition.

2. The car must have been made during the current Cub Scout year.

3. If a car leaves the track, runs out of its lane, interferes with another car, loses an axle, or a sensor fails to capture a lane time; the effected car will rerun the race to obtain valid a time for its lane.
