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What is Wood Badge?

In 1911, Baden-Powell took the first steps in training Scouting’s adult leaders by organizing a series of lectures for Scouters.  He made great strides in the years that followed, culminating in 1919 with the establishment of Wood Badge training.  Wood Badge recipients now number more than 100,000 and can be found in all corners of the world.  Many of today’s corporate leadership development programs can trace their roots to Wood Badge.  

Wood Badge for the 21st Century is the advanced training program for all BSA leadership (Cub Scout, Boy Scout, Venture and Varsity programs).  The object of a Wood Badge course is to demonstrate as practically as possible the aims and methods of Scouting.  Six days in duration (conducted over two, 3-day weekends), the course is a multifaceted presentation of leadership skills, organizational tools, and participatory activities based on the best of Scouting traditions and the latest in team development theory.  In addition, participants will enjoy the fellowship of learning alongside many other volunteers and professional scouters, and along the way will have a great deal of fun.  Upon successful completion of all course requirements, each participant receives a certificate and the Wood Badge – two wooden beads to be worn around the neck on a leather thong.

Who Can Attend?

To attend a Wood Badge course, Scouters must:

1. Be registered members of the Boy Scouts of America.  There is no minimum tenure requirement.

2. Have not previously attended a Wood Badge course, completed a Wood Badge ticket, and received Wood Badge Beads.*
3. Have completed the basic training course for their scouting position.

4. Have completed the outdoor skills training program appropriate for their Scouting position.  Required for Scoutmasters, Assistant Scoutmasters, and Varsity coaches and assistants.  All other participants are encouraged to complete the Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skill training before attending Wood Badge course, but is not required.

5. Be capable of functioning safely in an outdoor environment.  Successful completion of the BSA class 3 physical is required for all participants.

Because of advanced nature of this training, the requirements above may not be waived.  It is strongly recommended that the participants have at least some camping experience, as this is an outdoor experience.

*NOTE:  Individuals who have attended Wood Badge in the past (either Cub Scout Trainers’ Wood Badge or Boy Scout Wood Badge) may attend Wood Badge for the 21st Century provided that: (1) They agree to write and work a Wood Badge for the 21st Century Ticket; and (2) they agree not to wear Wood Badge beads until they have satisfactorily completed their Wood Badge for the 21st Century ticket.

Course Dates and Cost:

The 2012 Wood Badge Course will be conducted at Camp Tiak over two, 3-day weekends and attendance at both weekends is required.

●
1st Weekend – March 30 – April 1, 2012 (the 1st weekend is conducted in a conference setting with dorms and meals provided)

●
2nd Weekend – April 27, 28, and 29, 2012 (the 2nd weekend is camping/outdoor experience using low-impact camping techniques)

The cost for this event is $225 and includes food for both weekends (please see next page).
